ACTIONS FROM THE PREVIOUS MEETING
Mr. Komodromos asked TP if he had organised the photos of food.  TP had not yet done this.  Mr. K asked TP to let him have them by the following Friday.
Additional Quiet Area.  As there had been a split vote at the previous meeting, when some members were absent, this proposal had now been brought to the full meeting.  Was another room needed as a quiet area?  Yes – 1, No – 6, 1 Abstention.  Mr. Komodromos said this was a good decision as there were not enough staff to supervise an additional area.
NEW ACTIONS
Mr. Komodromos needed two students to represent the school at an event at Thomas Gainsborough School.  They should be prepared to travel in a minibus with pupils from other schools and to make a speech to an audience. Several members volunteered; Mr. K said that younger members would have a chance in future years and suggested that the older members  could discuss ideas and the two members selected should let him know their decision by Friday.
Mr. Komodromos reminded BP that a £200 budget was available for the leavers’ activities and that they should be deciding what to do.  BP stated that she was aware of the budget and that the leavers were already making plans.
CHANGES AT CHURCHILL
Mr. Komodromos wanted this to be the main focus of the meeting.  He was aware that there had been lots of talk about this, by staff, parents and children, so he wanted to hear the pupils’ views and questions.  The following Monday’s Meeting Time would be an opportunity for this and Mr. K asked members to make sure their class thought about the questions they would like answered as he needed to hear their views.
Questions/Views from Parliament members:
Lots of children had been feeling resentful, saying that the school was trying to kick them out or banish them.  
Would there be another class like Blenheim?   What would the new rooms be called?   Who would be teaching the GCSE subjects?   Will there be a calming room?   Would the new classrooms have the same facilities, e.g. a printer?   What will happen to the rooms upstairs?   If they needed to walk where would they do this?   Would there be equivalent Pastoral staff?   Would they have their own timetable?   Would they go back to Churchill for specialist lessons e.g. Science?   
Mr. Komodromos reassured members that no-one would be kicked out of Churchill. The ICT suite would be used as a new classroom, as it was no longer needed -  desktops were being phased out as iPads were being used now.  The school would have control over the names of the outside rooms (probably Classes 5 and 6) but not the building.  GCSE subjects would be taught by Churchill teachers and TAs and students would return to Churchill for the teaching of Science etc.  There would not be a calming room as students would be going on to other settings (e.g. college) where there would be no calming rooms.  IP confirmed this.  Mr. K stated that the facilities in the new rooms would replicate those in Churchill.  He asked if members would like to see photos of the new rooms – a unanimous Yes to this.  Mr. K said that the upstairs rooms could be used for group work.  If Classes 5 and 6 students needed to walk they could use the corridor or playground.  The Pastoral team would continue to respond as it does now.  
Mr. Komodromos thanked members for their thoughtful questions and looked forward to receiving more questions from their classes on Monday.
NEW SUGGESTIONS
TP – new soap dispensers were needed.  Mr. K – new ones are being ordered
Should headphones have names on? Children haven’t been looking after them, if one breaks they take another one.  Mr. K – students are privileged to have this equipment so members should tell their class to take care of them.
TP – there was Wake Up Wednesday and it had been suggested that there should be a Fall Asleep Friday.  Some members thought this was a good idea.  Mr. K – this will not happen.
BP – her class would like the hoop in the hall lowered.  Mr. K – this will not be allowed.
TLD – had seen some people waste food so they should eat it before they can have dessert.  ZL – people would get annoyed if this happened.  BP – kids shouldn’t be punished if they don’t eat it all.  HC – maybe they need more encouragement, not punishment.
There was no time for any more suggestions so the meeting closed at 2.50 pm.
